Romeo & Juliet Newspaper Project

Objective:  Create a newspaper that covers the events of the play, exhibiting both reading comprehension and writing skills.

Description:  Create a newspaper that highlights exciting events of the play Romeo and Juliet.  Students will write at least 4 articles and provide one “photograph.”  Each article must be at least two paragraphs long (5-8 sentences each), using the skills mastered in our English text.

Requirements:  

Literature:

Information must be accurate, staying true to the setting of the play, and cannot alter the outcome of the play.  Students may take some creative liberties with content, such as using an interview that did not take place in the play, but could have.

English:

All paragraphs should be structurally sound with the following:

· Topic and beginning sentences

· Supporting detail

· Correct use of quotations (Look at your English book!)

· Ending sentences

· Creative titles

· Grammar/Spelling

Layout:  

This should look like a typical newspaper.  All newspapers should be completed on white, 8.5 X 14” paper.  Whether it is typed or free hand, all text should be in black ink.  No sloppy newspapers will be accepted!

BE CREATIVE!  Don’t do the minimum on this assignment.  Think outside the box with your articles and include advertisements (again, be true to the setting), classifieds, editorials, etc.  Take a look at an actual newspaper to help you begin.
